Invitation For Bid

1.0
Introduction/Scope
The Board of Trustees of the University of Arkansas, acting for and on behalf of the University of Arkansas, Fayetteville, requests Invitation for Bids to supply Towing Services for the University of Arkansas Athletic Department Football and Basketball events.
2.0
Requirements/Specifications

2.1 Quantities
Football - Approximately six (6) home games annually.  Awarded vendor can expect to relocate approximately 50 vehicles with regular tow and approximately 68 dolly tows for each home Football game.  These are estimates based on past usage and should not be construed as the actual amount of tows that will be utilized.  Awarded vendor will be notified as to where vehicles will be relocated.

Note: Sufficient wreckers must be in designated scholarship parking lots (approximately 
16 lots) by 5:00 AM prior to each game with sufficient wreckers and remaining ½ hour 
after start of each game.  
Basketball - Approximately 20 home games (men’s and women’s) annually. Awarded vendor can expect to relocate approximately 10 vehicles with regular tow and approximately 15 dolly tows for each home Basketball game.  These are estimates based on past usage and should not be construed as the actual amount of tows that will be utilized.  Awarded vendor will be notified as to where vehicles will be relocated.
Baseball - Awarded vendor will be notified each year whether cars will be towed for the baseball season.
2.2 Invoicing

  The contracted vendor shall be paid in a timely manner upon submission of properly itemized 

  invoices, after acceptance of services by the University.  All invoices must be sent to the “Bill 
 
  To” point listed on the University purchase order, and must also include the following 
  

  additional information:
a. The complete name and address of the vendor.  

b. Invoice Date.

c. Invoice Number.

d. Purchase Order Number.

e. Itemized listing/description of services, unit price and extended line total.  Vendor must attach to the invoice a detailed listing of vehicles towed.  Detail should include vehicle license, owner, description of vehicle and where towed along with date of service.

f. Name and location of department for whom the services were provided.

g. Discount payment terms, if applicable.

h. Itemized taxes.

The University does not agree to pay interest charges or late fees on any amounts due to vendor.

2.3 Insurance

Bidders MUST provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance with bid response in the amount of $1,000,000.00.  PROOF OF CURRENT INSURANCE MUST BE INCLUDED IN BID RESPONSE
2.4 Proprietary Information
Proprietary information submitted in response to this bid will be processed in accordance with applicable State of Arkansas procurement procedures.  Documents pertaining to the bid become the property of the State and shall be open to public inspection subsequent to bid opening.  Any proprietary information must be identified and sealed separately within proposal [include with Original and any required Copies].
Note of caution:  Do not attempt to mark the entire proposal as "proprietary".  Do not submit letterhead or similarly customized paper within the proposal to reference the page(s) as "Confidential" unless the information is sealed separately and identified as proprietary.  Acceptable proprietary items may include references, resumes, and financials or system/software/hardware manuals. Cost cannot be considered as proprietary. 
2.5 Pricing

Pricing must be listed on the Official Bid Price Sheet in the format provided and must include shipping and handling charges if applicable. Failure to submit bid in this required format may result in disqualification.
2.6 Sample of Contract
Contractor should include sample of contract Terms and Conditions with bid response, if applicable.

2.7 Permits and Licenses
Contractor shall, at their sole expense, procure and keep in effect all necessary permits and licenses required for its performance under this agreement, and shall post or display in a prominent place such permits and/or notices as are required by law.
3.0
Bid Evaluation
Bids will be awarded on an all or none basis.  All bids will be evaluated based solely on price and/or discount as specified on the Official Bid Price Sheet.  The University of Arkansas reserves the right to withdraw the IFB and to not make a final award if it is in the best interests of the University to do so.  Bids not meeting the requirements specified in this IFB or received after the bid opening date and time will be rejected and removed from further consideration.

The University reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigations of, such bidder fails to satisfy the University that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Agreement.
4.0
Term Contract


The term (“Term”) of this contract will be for a period of one (1) year from the date of award.  If mutually agreed upon in writing by the contractor and the University of Arkansas, the Business Office reserves the option to renew this contract on a yearly basis, not to exceed an aggregate total of seventy-two (72) months. Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause, at any time during the Term (including any renewal periods), by giving the other party thirty (30) day’s advance written notice of termination. Additionally, in the event of non-appropriation of funds necessary to fulfill the terms and conditions of this Agreement during any biennium period of the Term (including any renewal periods), the parties agree that this Agreement shall automatically terminate without notice.
5.0
Contract Information

A.  The University of Arkansas may not contract with another party:



   1.
For a period of time which continues past the end of a fiscal year unless the contract  


allows cancellation by the Agency Purchasing Official upon 30 days written notice 


whenever there are no funded appropriations for the contract.



   2.
To pay any penalties or charges for late payment or any penalties or charges which in 


fact are 
penalties for any reason.



   3.
To indemnify, defend, or hold harmless any party for any liability and damages.



   4.
Upon default, to pay all sums to become due under a contract.



   5.
To pay damages, legal expenses or other costs and expenses of any party.



   6.
To continue a contract once the equipment has  been repossessed.



   7.
To conduct litigation in a place other than Washington County, Arkansas.



   8.
To agree to any provision of a contract which violates the laws or constitution of the 


State of Arkansas.


B.  A party wishing to contract with the University of Arkansas should:



   1.
Remove any language from its contract that grants to it any remedies other than:

· The right to possession

· The right to accrued payments

· The right to expenses of deinstallation
· The right to expenses of repair to return the equipment to normal working order, normal wear and tear excluded.
· The right to recover only amounts due at the time of repossession and any unamortized nonrecurring costs as allowed by Arkansas law.

Include in its contract that the laws of the State of Arkansas govern the contract.


   3.  
Acknowledge in its contract that contracts become effective when awarded by the 


Agency
Purchasing Official.
          C.  The University of Arkansas may contract with another party:

   1.
To accept the risk of loss of the equipment and pay for any destruction, loss or damage 


of the equipment while the University has such risk, when the extent of liability for such 


risk is based upon the purchase price of the equipment at the time of any loss and the 


contract has required the University to carry insurance for such risk.



   2. 
To lease any equipment for a period of time which   continues past the end of a fiscal 


year provided that, in the event funds are not appropriated for the equipment described in 

the agreement, the Agency Purchasing Official may, upon thirty (30) days written notice 


to the vendor/lessor, cancel the agreement regarding that equipment for which no 


appropriations are made, or, in the event that there are no funded appropriations from 


which payment can be made for the Agency Purchasing Official may upon thirty (30) 


days written notice to the vendor/lessor, cancel this agreement as to that equipment for 


which there are no funded appropriations from which payment can be made for the 


equipment.

6.0
Commitment


The University of Arkansas, on behalf of the Department of Athletics, makes no commitment to purchase any minimum or maximum quantity of dollar volume of services from the selected supplier.  All utilization of this agreement will be on an as needed basis by Athletics.  In responding to the IFB, respondents recognize that the University reserves the right to purchase like and similar services from other suppliers as necessary to meet operation requirements.
7.0
Price Escalation

All pricing and/or discounts must be firm for a period of one (1) year from the date of the bid award. The contract is renewable on a yearly basis. At the time of 
contract renewal, the University and/or vendor can request price and/or discount adjustments based on current market trends and total volume of business associated with the contract. New pricing and/or discount schedules must be submitted in writing and agreed upon by both parties.  The vendor may request a price adjustment provided the vendor submits proof of an increase in cost prior to the contract renewal.  Acceptable proof includes, but is not limited to, dated price lists or invoices from both before and after the increase, and letters from the manufacturer confirming the cost increase.  Only the increased percentage, up to a maximum of five (5) percent will be allowed and will become effective after approval by the Business Office.  Pricing catalogs must be provided by the bidder.  In the event of a general price schedule decrease, the University will be given full price reduction at the time of the contract renewal.  Requests for price adjustments shall be submitted to the University of Arkansas, Business Affairs Office, 321Administration Building, Fayetteville, AR 72701.

8.0
Agreement Authority

Contractor shall perform all services as an independent contractor and shall discharge all of its liabilities as such.  No acts performed or representations made, whether written or oral, by the contractor with respect to third parties shall be binding to the University.
9.0
Termination

The agreement may be terminated, without penalty, by the either party, without cause, by giving thirty (30) days written notice of such termination to the other party. Upon award, the agreement is subject to cancellation, without penalty, either in whole or in part, if funds are not appropriated.  In no event shall such termination by the University as provided for under this section give rise to any liability on the part of the University including, but not limited to, claims of vendor for compensation for anticipated profits, unabsorbed overhead, or on borrowing.  The University’s sole obligation hereunder is to pay vendor for products and/or services ordered and received prior to the date of termination.

10.0
Governing Law

The parties agree that this contract, including all amendments thereto, shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Arkansas, without regard to choice of law principles. Consistent with the foregoing, this contract shall be subject to the Uniform Commercial Code as enacted in Arkansas.

11.0
Disputes

The Contractor and the University agree that they will attempt to resolve any disputes in good faith.  Subject to the provisions on sovereign immunity herein, the Contractor and the University agree that the State of Arkansas shall be the sole and exclusive venue for any litigation or proceeding that may arise out of or in connection with this contract.  The Contractor  acknowledges, understands and agrees that any actions for damages against the University may only be initiated and pursued in the Arkansas Claims Commission.  Under no circumstances does the University agree to binding arbitration of any disputes or to the payment of attorney fees, court costs or litigation expenses.
12.0
Indemnification
Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the University and its officers and employees from any claim, damage, liability, injury, expense, or loss, including defense cost and attorney’s fees arising out of contractor’s performance under this Agreement or as a consequence of the existence of this agreement.
13.0
Limitations of Liability

Vendor acknowledges that, under Arkansas law, the University may not  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 enter into a covenant or 
agreement to hold a party harmless or to indemnify a party from any damages.
14.0
Time is of the Essence

Contractor and University agree that time is of the essence in all respects concerning this contract and performance hereunder.
15.0
Survival
The terms, conditions, representations, and warranties contained in the agreement shall survive the termination of this contract.
16.0
Invalidation of Contract

Consistent failure to meet sufficient service will invalidate the contract.  It will be cancelled and assigned to the next lowest bidder.
