Question: We have a clarifying question for you regarding the RFP.  On page 5 you note that “services may be awarded to multiple vendors”.  As we would only be bidding on the pharmacy piece of the RFP, can we assume that you will be accepting bids from vendors for a portion of the work?  Please advise.

Question: Thank you so much for your response yesterday.  I apologize, however I do have a follow-up question.  Because we specialize in pharmacy benefit consulting, we are wondering if our bid would be accepted if we only respond to the RFP for the pharmacy portion.  Or, will it be rejected because the other sections will be left blank.  In other words, how will the RFP be scored, i.e. if we score highest on the pharmacy portion but zero on the others, will the project be scored in total?  Or, do we have a chance to win the business of the only section we complete is pharmacy.  We want to be certain that we will be viewed as a qualified vendor if our response to the RFP is as a pharmacy benefit consultant.  Please advise, and again thank you.

Answer: Good Morning! In answer to your question, the bid will be evaluated and scored to determine, to the best ability of the evaluation committee members, the best firms/individuals to provide benefits consulting and actuarial services needed by the university. The bid clearly states at the bottom of page four (4) that the bid may be awarded to multiple vendors.
