	PRICES: Bid unit price. In case of errors in extension, unit prices will govern. Prices are firm and not subject to escalation unless otherwise specified in the Invitation for Bid. Unless otherwise specified, the bid must be firm for acceptance for thirty (30) days from the bid opening date.

	AMENDMENTS: The bid cannot be altered or amended after the bid opening date except as permitted by regulation.

	5.
	AWARD: Award will be on either a per item or an all or none basis, whichever is more advantageous to the University.

	6.
	PATENTS OR COPYRIGHTS: The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold the University harmless from all claims, damages and costs, including attorneys’ fees, arising from infringement of patents or copyrights.

By signing the contract the bidder warrants that they are not under eighteen (18) years of age. Employees of the Department of Finance and Administration, State of Arkansas, may not bid.

	DISPUTES: Except as otherwise provided in this contract, any dispute concerning a question of fact arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agreement, shall be decided by the Business Manager. 	OTHER REMEDIES: In addition to the remedies outlined herein, the contractor and the University have the right to pursue any other remedy permitted by law or in equity.


Time of Performance

Time is of the essence in the rendering of services hereunder.  Proposer agrees to perform all obligations and rendering of services set forth in this RFP.

Contracting Authority

Contractor shall perform all services as an independent Contractor and shall discharge all of its liabilities as such.  No acts performed or representation made, whether written or oral, by Contractor with respect to Third Parties shall be binding to the University.

Default

In the event that the Proposer fails to carry out or comply with any of the Terms and Conditions of the contract with the University, the University may notify the Proposer of such failure or default in writing and demand that the failure or default be remedied within ten (10) working days; and in the event the Proposer fails to remedy such failure or default within the ten (10) working day period, the University shall have the right to cancel the contract upon thirty (30) days written notice.  

 The cancellation of the contract, under any circumstances whatsoever, shall not effect or relieve Proposer from any obligation or
 liability that may have been incurred or will be  incurred pursuant to the contract and such cancellation by the University shall not limit
 any other right or remedy available to the University by law or in equity.

Qualifications of Bidder

The University may make such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to meet all order and delivery requirements as stated herein and the bidder shall furnish to the University all such information and data for this purpose that the University may request.  The University reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigations of, such bidder fails to satisfy the University that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Agreement.

Indemnification

Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the University and its officers and employees from any claim, damage, liability, injury, expense, or loss, including defense cost and attorney’s fees arising out of Contractor’s performance under this Agreement or as a consequence of the existence of this Agreement.

Permits and Licenses

Contractor shall, at its sole expense, procure and keep in effect all necessary permits and licenses required for its performance under this Agreement, and shall post or display in a prominent place such permits and/or  notices as are required by law.

Termination
In the event that the Contractor shall fail to maintain or keep in force any of the terms and conditions of the Contract, the University may notify the vendor in writing of such failure and demand that the same be remedied within Ten (10) days.  Should the Contractor fail to remedy the same within said period, the University shall then have the right to terminate the Contract by giving the Contractor thirty (30) days written notice.

Right to Audit 

At any time during the term of the agreement and for a period of four (4) years thereafter the University duly authorized audit representative, at its expense and at the reasonable times, reserves the right to incrementally audit Proposer’s records and manufacturer’s pricing relevant to all pricing provided under this agreement.  In the event such an audit by the University reveals any error/overpayments, the Proposer shall refund the University the full amount of such overpayments within thirty (30) days of such audit findings, or the University at its option, reserves the right to deduct such amounts plus interest owing the University from any payments due Seller.

Acceptance of Products and Services

All products furnished and all services performed under this agreement shall b

to the satisfaction of the University and in accordance with the specifications, terms, and conditions of the agreement.  The University reserves the right to inspect the products furnished or the services performed, and to determine the quality, acceptability, and fitness of such products or services.

Severability

If one or more provisions of the resultant agreement, or the application of any provision to any party or circumstance is held invalid, unenforceable, or illegal in any respect, the remainder of the agreement and the application of the provision to other parties or circumstances shall remain valid and in full force and effect.

Non-Waiver of Defaults

Any failure of the University at any time, to enforce or require the strict keeping and performance of any of the terms and conditions of this agreement shall not constitute a waiver of such terms, conditions, or rights, and shall not affect or impair same, or the right of the University at any time to avail itself of same.

I. LOCATION:  The timber is located on the University of Arkansas Savoy Research Unit in Washington County.  The Savoy Research Unit entrance is located at the UA Animal Science Unit (Beef Farm) gate on County Road 845 about 1.3 miles west of County Road 31 in Washington County. Take Hwy. 16 (Wedington Dr.) about 5 miles west of I-540 exit #64 and turn north on CR 31, or take Hwy 412 (de Tonti Blvd.) about 5 miles west of I-540 exit #72 and turn south on CR 31 (Harmon Rd.). The Farm Manager’s (Pete Hornsby) office is located inside the entrance gate (18001 West UA Beef Farm Rd. 72704). The harvest block is located in Section 19, T 17 N, R 31 W.
a. The timber is contained along two creek bottoms (total area about 16 acres), as shown on the attached maps. Access to the harvest area will be at two locations as shown on the attached map. 
b. Bids (lump sum) must be submitted for the entire sale area.           

II. BIDDING PROCEDURES: A designated time has been established for potential bidders to visit and evaluate the black walnut trees in this sale area. Visits to the site of the sale will be by appointment only. Two 2-day periods have been established for appointments: May 21 (1-4 pm), May 22 (8-4 pm), May 23 (8-12 pm), and May 30-31 (between 8:00 a.m. and 4 p.m. each day). Appointments must be made at least 3 business days in advance. If you cannot make your appointment, please advise as soon as possible. Appointments will be rescheduled in case of bad weather.

Bidders are strongly encouraged to maximize the utilization of each tree, which could include multiple products (veneer, sawtimber, specialty products, hobby wood, etc.). Lump sum bids should be based on the total value and utilization of all the designated black walnut trees.

IV. PAYMENT:  Bid price (lump sum) will cover all black walnut timber marked for sale within the designated sale area.  The total payment of the bid price will be required within fourteen (14) days of the Buyer’s notification of being awarded the purchase contract, and before any timber is cut. Payment must be by cashier’s check payable to “The University of Arkansas”.  Payment should be mailed or delivered to Mr. Vaughn Skinner, Resident Director, AAREC, University of Arkansas, 1366 Altheimer Dr., Fayetteville, AR 72704, (479) 841-3462.  The Buyer is responsible for any severance taxes.

V. ESTIMATE OF VOLUME:  A summary of the estimated timber volume is NOT provided.  However, a listing of each black walnut tree’s estimated diameter (DBH) and butt log lengths is provided. Each bidder is expected to make their own cruise (by appointment only as described above) and make their bid based on their own volume estimate.  There is no representation or guarantee by the Seller as to the volume of timber that has been designated for removal. The diameters and log lengths were estimated by measuring the diameter of each marked tree at breast height (DBH), and the length of each butt log to the first major defect. Information about each tree is listed (see attached) in two ways: 1) by tree number (#1-62, roughly east to northwest along the creeks, and 2) by tree diameter (DBH) from smallest to largest diameter.

VI. CUTTING PROCEDURES: All black walnut timber to be cut and sold has been marked with a yellow number (1-62) at head height and a yellow paint mark at stump height. All designated black walnut trees are located within 200 feet of a woods road, and the vast majority are much closer (within 50-100 feet). Please fell only the black walnut trees that you will utilize. 
Access roads and loading/decking sites must be agreed to by the Seller and Buyer.

Care must be taken to prevent damage to the remaining trees, especially black walnut trees, in and surrounding the entire harvest area.  The Buyer will be assessed a penalty of double average stumpage value, determined by the Seller, for excessive damage to any remaining non-walnut trees (greater than 13 inches DBH) during felling or transporting activities. The Buyer will be assessed a penalty of triple average stumpage value, determined by the Seller, for excessive damage to any remaining black walnut trees (greater than 10 inches DBH) during felling or transporting activities.  The same penalties will apply to any unmarked or undesignated trees that are cut. Stumps of trees cut shall be no higher than 12 inches above average ground line, except for those trees with wire, nails, visible defect, or excessive flare that necessitates cutting a stump higher than 12 inches. 

VII. FENCES, ROADS, GATES, ETC.:  All current roads must be kept usable, and free of debris.  The Buyer agrees to repair, at his own expense, damage caused by his operation to fences, roads, gates, bridges and culverts.   The Buyer agrees to close out, at his own expense, any temporary roads or trails built for the extraction of the timber, including the cost of returning any trail to grade, water bars, and water turnouts.  The Buyer may deck extracted timber outside the harvest block only in areas designated by Station personnel for that purpose.  All logging debris must be returned to the cut area.  Any old fences (except property boundary fences) found within the perimeter of the parcels to be harvested may be destroyed.  Access to the woods road on the east end of the harvest area through the field will be designated by Station personnel.

VIII. ACCESS and SUPERVISION:  The Buyer and his agents shall have normal access on and across the property for the purpose of conducting harvesting operations during the time frame of this agreement.  The Buyer must designate an on-site supervisor.  The Seller reserves the right to check cutting operations at any time to determine whether or not the provisions of this agreement are being carried out.  The Buyer or their agents are not employees of the Seller, but are independent contractors.

IX. WET PERIODS:  If the condition of the ground during wet periods results in rutting greater than 6 inches in depth in the woods, or road damage is determined objectionable by the Resident Director and/or the System Forester, the Buyer may be asked to suspend cutting and hauling activities.  Down time due to wet ground conditions and requested by the Resident Director and University Forester is not chargeable to, and will be added to the end of the term of the contract.  Down time not requested by the Resident Director and University Forester is chargeable to the term of the contract and will not be added to the ending dates.  

X. BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES:  The Buyer will in all respects observe and follow all Arkansas Best Management Practice guidelines as applicable, and as explained in the Arkansas Forestry Commission’s “Arkansas Forestry Best Management Practices for Water Quality Protection” booklet (available on-line at http://www.agriculture.arkansas.gov/Websites/aad/files/Content/5944986/BMPs.pdf).  These include, but are not limited to:


1. Observe, and restrict activities in, streamside management zones (SMZs).

2. Streams should be crossed at right angles, using bridges, culverts, low water fords (stone), or  
    other suitable materials. 

3. Use wing ditches, broad-based dips, rolling dips, crowning, and diversion ditches to maintain 



    good road drainage.



4. Harvest site landings should be located away from streams and SMZs on fairly level ground. 



5. Skid trails should follow contours as much as possible. 



6. Temporary stream/slough crossings must be restored to original condition prior to harvest 



    closeout.



7. See also Section XIX – proper seeding, installation of water bars, etc.
Proper BMPs must be in place prior to any temporary breaks (down time) in harvest activities.

XI. FIRE CONTROL MEASURES:  The Buyer will exercise due care to prevent fires and will be responsible for control of all fires occurring in the sale area.

XII. CONTRACT PERIOD:  The contract period will be for approximately twelve (12) months, starting from the date the contract is awarded, but ending no later than June 30, 2019.  Any merchantable tree, or any cut forest product, within the prescribed area not removed at the termination of this agreement becomes the property of the Seller.  

XIII. INSURANCE COVERAGE:  The Buyer shall maintain general liability and auto liability insurance, and Worker’s 
      Compensation insurance as required by the State of Arkansas.  Copies of certificates showing proof
1. Workers Compensation: (a) as required by the State of Arkansas.  (b)  Employer’s Liability - $100,000.00 each.

2. Comprehensive General Liability: (including premises operations; independent contractor’s protective; products and completed operations; broad form property damage).

3.  (a) Bodily Injury: $1,000,000.00 each occurrence, $1,000,000.00 aggregate.
          Products and completed operations.

     (b) Property Damage: $1,000,000.00 each occurrence, $1,000,000.00 aggregate.

4. Business Automobile Liability Insurance – The Buyer shall be required to maintain automobile liability insurance and shall file certificates with the University.  


Insurance policies shall be written by a company or companies authorized to do business in the State of Arkansas.  The limits of liability of such insurance shall be written for not less than the following:


- Comprehensive Business Automotive Liability (including owned, non-owned and hired vehicles) 

   with a combined single limit of $500,000.00 per occurrence.


- Medical Payments (each person) $5,000.00


- Uninsured and underinsured Motorist Coverage with a combined single limit for bodily injury and   

    property damage for not less than $500,000.00 per occurrence.
5. Subcontractors: The Buyer is responsible for any subcontractors hired by the Buyer to assist with any aspects of the harvest operation. This includes, but is not limited to, felling, skidding, loading, and clean-up on the harvest site, and transporting timber from the harvest site to the mill. This requires that the Buyer maintains adequate insurance coverage, as described in Section X., to cover any subcontracted work and workers.

6.  The “Board of Trustees of the University of Arkansas acting for and on behalf of the University 
      of Arkansas, Fayetteville” must be named as an Additional Insured.
XIV .PERFORMANCE BOND:  The Buyer will secure a performance bond in the amount of $1000 or deposit $1000 
        with the Seller to be held until the completion of this contract against damages caused by the operation of 
        harvesting timber.

XV. COUNTY, STATE and FEDERAL LAWS:  The Buyer agrees to comply with all applicable County, State and
       Federal laws during the completion of this contract.  

XVI. TITLE:  Title to and responsibility for the trees shall pass to the Buyer as they are severed from the stump, but th
       Seller retains and the buyer grants a vendor’s lien on all forest products cut or removed from the property until paid 
       in full.

    XVII  The Seller is free from responsibility for any injury, death or property damage caused by the Buyer’s logging
             operation during the tenure of this agreement.

   XVIII .HARVEST CLOSEOUT:  Before harvest completion, the Buyer (harvest operator) must contact and meet with the 
            Station Director and/or University Forester prior to leaving the harvest site so that a final closeout inspection can be
            conducted.  Items to be examined include but are not limited to:

1. Smooth roads, skid trails, and log landings as possible (no deep ruts or high debris piles).

2. After harvest completion, restore to pre-harvest condition the access roads and stream crossings, including 
    rolling dips and broad-based dips.

3. Temporary and inactive roads should have properly constructed water bars in place.
4. All logging debris must be removed from streams/sloughs.

5. Clean out ditches along public roads to original condition.

6. Revegetate landings and skid trails after harvest completion.

7. Clean up and haul litter, such as oil cans, grease containers, etc.

8. Buyer waives all claim to above described trees located on the above described property after final harvest
    closeout determined by Station Director and/or System Forester.
