General Campus Background for University of Arkansas

Founded in 1871 as a land-grant institution, the University of Arkansas, Fayetteville Arkansas, is the flagship campus of the University of Arkansas System. Our students represent all 50 states and more than 120 countries. The UofA has 10 colleges and schools offering more than 210 academic programs. As of Fall 2015, student enrollment totaled approximately 26,734. The faculty count totaled 1,384 and the staff count totaled 3,169. The UofA is the state’s foremost partner and resource for education and economic development. Its public service activities reach every county in Arkansas, throughout the nation, and around the world.  The Carnegie Foundation classifies the UofA as having "the highest possible level of research," placing us among the top 2 percent of colleges and universities nationwide.
Ethical Standards

It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a state contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business

· Integrating into networks used to share communications among employees, program participants, and the public; and

· Providing the capability of equivalent access by nonvisual means to telecommunications or other interconnected network services used by persons who are not blind or visually impaired.

If the information technology product or system being offered by the Vendor does not completely meet these standards, the Vendor must provide an explanation within the Voluntary Product Accessibility Template (VPAT) detailing the deviation from these standards.

State agencies cannot claim a product as a whole is not commercially available because no product in the marketplace meets all the standards. The University of Arkansas (U of A) Facilities Management Office of Environmental Health and Safety (EH&S) requests bids for the disposal of liquid, solid and gaseous hazardous waste as defined by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), low level radiological waste, medical and research biological waste.  Bids are also requested for the pickup and recycling of intact lamps containing mercury and other heavy metals.

The U of A is a large quantity generator (in a typical year, the U of A generates a total of 107,125 lbs. of hazardous waste).  A copy of the 2013 RCRA Annual Hazardous Waste Report is available for your review at http://www.rtk.net/brs/search.php .                                          .

The contractor shall provide technical staff that will arrange for and accomplish the packaging, labeling, loading, manifesting, transportation and final disposal or reclamation of hazardous waste generated by the U of A in compliance with all federal, state, and local regulations and in accordance with the terms, conditions and specifications of this Invitation for Bid (IFB).

If needed for safety purposes, lab packing may be required on site at a remote site/laboratory that will be specified at time of need.  Such required lab packing will be coordinated with a waste pick up event.
II.  RENEWAL-  The U of A reserves the option to renew this contract on an annual basis after the initial contract period. Any price decrease or increase will be considered only at the time of contract renewal. Any request for a price increase at the time of renewal must be justified with documentation such as invoices for supplies or any other appropriate documentation validating the need for any proposed increase in cost. Contract renewal will be based on a mutual agreement between both parties in writing. The contract will be for the period of one year (12 months) from the contract date with the option to renew, at the sole discretion of the U of A, for up to a maximum of six (6)  additional years.
Ill.  CANCELLATION- If at any time the services become unsatisfactory, the U of A will give the contractor thirty (30) days written notice. If at the end of the thirty days (30), the services are deemed unsatisfactory, the contract SHALL BE CANCELED by the Office of Business Affairs.
The cancellation of the contract, under any circumstances whatsoever, shall not effect or relieve contractor from any obligation or liability that may have been incurred or will be incurred pursuant to the contract and such cancellation by the U of A shall not limit any other right or remedy available to the U of A by law or in equity.
IV.  CAPABILITY- The contractor shall be capable of safely removing energetic materials and dioxin precursor materials..

V.  MINIMUM SPECIFICATIONS- To be responsive and responsible for this contract, bidders shall include with their bid, evidence that the following specifications can be met:
(1)- The contractor shall possess a current permit as a Treatment, Storage or Disposal (TSD) Facility licensed by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and all applicable state authorities. The contractor shall provide all permits, licenses and other forms of documentation required for compliance with applicable regulations both federal and state. Copies of said documentation shall be provided with the bid, or the bid may be considered non-responsive, at the sole discretion of the U of A.

(2)- The contractor shall provide the necessary personnel and all required materials to package, mark, label, manifest, and load the waste. The U of A will provide its own containers for bulk waste. When repackaging is deemed necessary, disposal of the original containers shall be the responsibility of the contractor, unless otherwise specified or agreed upon by the U of A EH&S representative.
(3)- The contractor shall perform all operations in accordance with federal and state regulations for handling hazardous material and waste. The contractor shall ensure all personnel are trained to an appropriate level of expertise in the packaging and handling of hazardous wastes, first aid procedures, and spill response in accordance with applicable regulations.
(4)- Vehicles used in transporting waste shall be owned or leased by contractors and shall be operated by personnel trained in the handling and transportation  of hazardous waste and emergency procedures  in accordance  with the Department of Transportation (DOT)  regulations.

(5)- Vehicles must have the appropriate DOT permits and any additional state permits that are concurrently required. Vehicles and personnel must be in compliance with all DOT safety and hazardous materials regulations and those specific to the requirements of CFR 40-EPA, CFR 49- DOT and ADEQ-23.
(6) – All containers, markings, placards, and manifests shall comply with all current DOT and state regulations.
(7)- The contractor shall report to the U of A EH&S representative all spills and personnel exposures during waste preparation, packing or shipping.  The contractor shall be responsible for and bear the cost of any cleanup required from such incidents. Such incidents shall be first reported immediately by phone upon discovery, followed by written notification within seven (7) days. When reporting a spill, the following information shall be, as a minimum, included:
a.   Item spilled
b.  Quantity spilled
c.  Whether it is a reportable quantity
d.  Whether reportable (a copy of the report)
e.   Personnel injuries involved
f.    Exact location of spill
g.   Emergency actions taken

h.  Anticipated cleanup and disposal procedure

i.   Disposal site of materials

 j.    Narrative summary of all communications with local, state, federal, and media communications to include names and telephone numbers of all contacts.

(8)- The contractor shall specify the method of disposal for each type of waste.  When feasible recycling, recovery or reprocessing of waste is preferred. All methods used shall be approved by the U of A EH&S representative prior to use.

(9)- All disposal and recycling sites used by the contractor shall be specified in the bid and will be subject to approval. No disposal sites are to be located outside the continental United States.
(10)- Each EPA number shall be manifested separately and separate invoices shall be submitted for each site. A completed manifest with corresponding numbers, signature and disposal codes shall be provided to the Office of EH&S within thirty (30) days of receipt of waste. A companion document of Certificate of Disposal shall be provided with each manifest reflecting page/line, waste stream, waste code and weight, manifest number, generator name, facility name, facility address and facility EPA ID number. The Certificate of Disposal shall be dated and signed with the name and title of the contractor or his or her designee.
Quarterly Report: the U of A requires a Quarterly Report, to be submitted at the end of each calendar quarter, listing all the waste picked up and disposed of during the reporting period by type and weight. A spread sheet is acceptable.

Annual Report: the U of A requires an Annual Report, to be submitted at the end of the contract period listing by type and weight, all hazardous waste disposed of during the contract period. A spread sheet is acceptable.

  (11)- The contractor shall maintain good housekeeping practices and a level of order

  during and after process of blending, Lab packing and packaging, and loading of

  hazardous waste.  All trash and discarded materials shall be secured in proper

  receptacles with labels removed blacked out, or otherwise obliterated. All storage areas

  and dock spaces shall be kept free of litter, trash, spills, and packing materials.
(12)- The contractor shall be responsible for providing personnel with all required personal protection equipment and for ensuring personnel competence in the use and maintenance of such equipment.

Section IV: Low-Level Radiological Waste

The contractor will pick-up and transport for disposal Low-Level Radiological Waste (LLRW) generated by the U of A.

The U of A Radiation Safety staff will package LLRW into appropriate containers which meet DOT general design requirements as stated in 49 CFR 173.410 and will ensure that the outside of the packages is not contaminated as well as provide associated labeling with content activity of radioactive material.

Low-Level Radiological Waste is generated by U of A laboratories in regular operation on campus, at the Arkansas Research and Technology Park (ARTP) and at the Agricultural Extension Station (University “Agri Farm”).  Such waste may include, but may not be limited to, dry mixed waste, liquid waste and used liquid scintillation vials.  All biological materials contaminated with radioactivity will be treated for biological contamination prior to disposal.

EH&S will provide the contractor with a current Central Interstate LLRW Commission export permit at time of pick up in order to transport LLRW out of compact.

EH&S expects the contractor to:

- provide all necessary permits, manifests and shipping documents

- properly mark and label all containers

- perform pick-ups and provide transportation for disposal upon request

In addition, the contractor:

- shall be responsible for providing personnel with all required personal protective equipment, including personal dosimeters and applicable training

- shall provide separate invoice as per manifest

- shall provide Certificate of Destruction per invoice of manifest

In 2015, the U of A generated six (6) 55-gallon drums of LLRW.

All pick-ups will made from the U of A radiological waste storage facility on an as-needed basis, but at a minimum once per year.
